Built in the 1860s, and enlarged and altered in 1911, the nucleus of this multipart frame structure is a

two-story, hip-roof house with bracketed cornice. Two asymmetrical wings extend at angles from the
central block: a long dormitory/kitchen wing and a ballroom wing. The original Humes family
farmhouse was enlarged in 1911 by the addition of the two wings. The building was operated as a
resort, and then from 1933 to 1949 as the Briarley Military Academy.
