Built by the Charlton Heights Improvement Company in 1909, the Schniedman House was likely

constructed according to mail order plans and specifications produced by R. W. Shoppells’
Cooperative Building Plan Association. This house served as a model dwelling and passed through
several owners until it was conveyed to Harvey and Sara Schniedman in 1948, who lived here until
1983. The Queen Anne style dwelling is distinguished by its elaborate (and now polychrome) mill
work found in the gables and porches.
