Built in 1892 for Gilbert and Marian Fox, Fox’s Barn is a two-and-one-half-story, gambrel roof 
frame dwelling, noticeable for its inset porch, hip dormers and cypress-shingle siding. For a quarter 
century it was the home of T. Hammond Welsh, Councilman and Mayor of Hyattsville, and President 
of the Hyattsville Building Association. The house is an unusual example of a gambrel-roof cottage 
style dwelling.
