Built in 1856, Buena Vista is a two-and-one-half-story, side-gabled frame house of the traditional 
side-hall-and-double-parlor plan. It is distinguished by Greek Revival style interior detail and a later 
Victorian wraparound porch. Buena Vista was built for merchant-postmaster William T. Duvall and 
was later the home of Daniel B. Lloyd, official reporter for the U.S. Senate. In February 2002, the 
house was moved to this location from its original site (4811 Glenn Dale Road) and is being restored 
and enlarged by the addition of a rear wing.
