Built in 1909, this wood frame building has a two-story bell tower and is an excellent example of a 
20th century Gothic Revival church. The name is derived from “Brookfield,” the original land patent 
upon which the church and cemetery are located. The land for the church was deeded to church 
trustees in 1886 by William E. and Mary Duvall.
