1. A free is considered hazardous ifa condition is present which leads a Licensed Arborist or
Licensed Tree Expertto believe thatthe tree or a portion ofthe tree has a potentialto fall or

strike a structure, parking area, or other high use area and resultin personal injury or property

damage.

2. If a hazardous condition may be alleviated by corrective pruning, the Licensed Arborist or
Licensed Tree Expert may proceed without further authorization. The pruning must be

done in accordance with the latest edition of the ANSIA-300 Pruning Standards ("Tree,
Shrub, and other Woody Plant Maintenance-Standard Practices”).
