2019.  If P ermit #14956-2019 expires, th en th is T CP2 also expires and is no longer valid. 

2. Cutting or clearing w oodlands not in conformance w ith th is plan or w ith out th e expressed w ritten 
consent of th e Planning Director or designee sh all be subject to a $1.50 per square foot mitigation 
fee. 

3. A pre-construction meeting is required prior to th e issuance of grading permits.  T h e Department 
of P ublic W orks and T ransportation or th e Department of Environmental Resources, as 
appropriate, sh all be contacted prior to th e start of any w ork on th e site to conduct a pre-
construction meeting w h ere implementation of w oodland conservation measures sh ow n on th is 
plan w ill be discussed in detail.
